The 20th of Sivan is a day of multiple tragedies. In 4931 (1171ce) there was a terrible blood libel in France that led to the execution by sword and fire of dozens of Torah scholars who were first given the option of forsaking their Judaism. This episode was one of many during the Crusades. Rabbeinu Tam, Tosafist and great Rav in France, declared the 20th of Sivan as a day of fasting greater than Tzom Gedalya, a day like Yom Kippur. Slichot and Kinot were composed for the 20th of Sivan.

Almost 500 years later, in 5408-5409 (1648-49 c.e. - dark years that became known as TACH V'TAT), the 20th of Sivan became associated with the pogroms of Chielnicki, that claimed tens of thousands of Jewish lives and resulted in the destruction of hundreds of beautiful Jewish communities. The Council of the Four Lands reconfirmed Sivan 20 as a fast day.

332 years later, On June 23rd, 1982, the Battle of Sultan Yaqub claimed 21 of our soldiers in the costliest battle of Operation Sh'lom HaGalil. 3 soldiers are still missing from that battle.

20 Sivan might not be one of our required fasts, but it is a day that demands our attention.




Story-Mitzva 
Correlation



My father my teacher z"l used to get very agitated on Shabbat Parshat Shlach and expressed his amazement at what seemed to him to be the gross ignoring of the lessons from the Sin of the Spies. How can Jews today, religious Jews, sincere Jews, continue to commit this most heinous of sins. If you want to boil down the Sin of the Spies to one trite but true expression, we can say that 10 of the 12 Meraglim returned from their "tour" of Israel with the following reaction: "It's a nice place to visit, but I wouldn't like to live there." Look at how they were punished. Look at what happened to the whole generation (adult males) that panicked upon hearing their report and "recommendations". And then listen to how many people - good Jews, knowledgeable Jews, sincere religious Jews - say the same thing today.

There are Jews who will proudly show you their passports with dozens of entry and exit stamps. I visit Israel two or three times a year! How about Aliya? Are you kidding?!? I would never go on Aliya. You have to be crazy... I've heard those words... more than once. And from communal leaders and prominent "Zionists", too. Not just from the average Jew on the street. 

A person might not be ready for Aliya, or have family commitments that prevent or postpone Aliya plans. Or it might be a PARNASA issue. Let's leave that aside for now. Let's focus on Parshat Shlach. The Meraglim were faulted for attempting to remove Aliya from the agenda of the Jewish People. They discouraged (to say the least) the people from wanting to fulfil G-d's will. That was Kalev's point: If this is what G-d wants, then of course we will be able to succeed.

Let's look at the Sin of the Spies from a slightly different angle. We have everything we need in the Midbar to live a complete Torah life! We have miraculous manna that feeds us, we drink water from a miraculous well - our food and water were provided for by G-d in the instant before the first Shabbat. We have clothes that grow as we do and shoes that never wear out. 

We have climate control and all-purpose protection in the form of the Heavenly Clouds of Glory and Fire by night. What can be better than that? 

The answer, perhaps, comes in the form of the mitzvot that share the sedra with the Meraglim. 

We plow, plant, cultivate, reap, harvest, thresh, winnow, separate, grind - and then we have flour. That's hard work. And it takes time. To this flour we add water. Perhaps from a well we dug or a stream we found. At that moment - when flour and water mix, we have a mitzva to perform. CHALLA. Take the mundane, says G-d, and sanctify it by the fulfillment of mitzvot. THAT, we can answer the Meraglim, is better than miraculous food. The flour we produce is no less miraculous than the manna was. The miracles are just more subtle. Some people call them Nature. But if we learn by the mitzva of Challa that G-d wants us to live in this world and in this Land, and He wants us to make that world heavenly and spiritual, then that is our answer. Life in the Midbar was not normal. It was necessary during the infancy of our Nation, but it isn't the norm. 

And what's better than clothes that miraculously grew with you? The answer is, clothes that you shear sheep for their wool or prepare cotton for its fibers and you spin and you weave and you sew - and you sanctify by putting Tzitzit on the four corners of the garment, the mundane, down-to-earth garment. 

We had to mature a bit before we were ready for the real challenges of a Torah Life. It took 40 years.

KOHEN - First Aliya - 20 p'sukim (13:1-20) 



G-d tells Moshe to send scouts to "spy out" the Land. The emphasis in the wording of the pasuk is on Moshe being the one sending the Meraglim, not at G-d's command nor by his "desire".

[SDT] the L'CHA of Lech L'cha means, "for your benefit". You are not going just because I command, but it is to your advantage to go. The KLI YAKAR suggests a similar meaning of the L'CHA in Sh'lach l'cha. How can we say that the sending of the Meraglim was to anyone's benefit? The result of the Meraglim was that Moshe's life was prolonged by 40 years.

The representatives of each tribe are named and the Torah testifies to the high caliber of each man.

[SDT] Back in Bamidbar, when the Tribal leaders were named, both Efrayim and Menashe were identified as the sons of Yosef - both within the same pasuk. Here, only Menashe is identified with Yosef, and Efrayim's scout - Yehoshua - is listed 3 p'sukim earlier. Commentaries note that Yosef had been involved in "negative reports" against his brothers, as was the scout of Menashe, Gadi b. Susi. Yehoshua, of course remained clear of the taint of DIBA RA'A and is therefore not mentioned together with Yosef

And Moshe called Hoshea b. Nun, Yehoshua.

] Rashi says that by adding a YUD to Hoshea's name, he was giving him a bracha that he should be saved from the group decision of the other Meraglim. MIMA NAFSHACH - Why did not Moshe bless the others similarly? And why would Yehoshua need a bracha when Kalev apparently did not? Whether or not a Scout will come back with the proper attitude or not was based on each individual's personality, perceptions, and conclusions. That was up to each of the 12 individuals. That's not why Moshe gave a special bracha to Yehoshua. Moshe had a separate fear vis-a-vis Yehoshua. He could imagine Yehoshua joining the Meraglim in discouraging the People from entering the Land so that Moshe's life would be prolonged. Eldad and Meidad had prophesied that Moshe would die and Yehoshua would lead the people into the Land. Moshe's bracha to Yehoshua was to keep Yehoshua honest, so to speak, so that he would not join the "evil advice" for any reason.


Moshe gives the scouts instructions and an itinerary, hoping that they will return with an encouraging report for Bnei Yisrael. It was the time of the ripening of the grapes, BIKUREI ANAVIM.

] The ARI Z"L said that the Mitzva of Bikurim is a TIKUN for the Sin of the Spies. The first link between the two is the reference to the time of the visit to the land being the time of BIKUREI ANAVIM. But the link is much deeper. The Meraglim brought a large cluster of grapes (among other fruits) discourage the people from going into Eretz Yisrael. Rashi says that they would say to the people, "See these weird, unusually large fruit? Then imagine how strange and difficult the people in the Land are". Rashi explains that the ten Meraglim brought back fruits, but not Kalev and Yehoshua. What a terrible misuse of the


fruits of Eretz Yisrael! What one should do with the fruit is to take the finest first fruits, put them in a basket, bring them to Yerushalayim, and joyously proclaim before G-d the gratitude for having been brought to the Land. 

Rabbi Menachem Zemba, HY"D, of the Warsaw ghetto, made a beautiful observation to drive the point of ARI Z"L home. The Mishna in Bikurim asks, How does one designate fruits as Bikurim? It answers with three examples. A person goes into his fields and sees a fig that ripened, a cluster of grapes that ripened, a pomegranate that ripened. He ties them off with a GEMI (a natural ribbon)... Says Rav Zemba, these are the very same fruits that the Meraglim took back to the people. 

Of all the mitzvot related to the Land, it is Bikurim that has a component of the spoken word. The main feature of the Sin of the Spies was their bad-mouthing Eretz Yisrael. Bikurim is most suited to repair their damage. Take the same fruits but say the right things about them.




LEVI - second Aliya - 20 p'sukim - 13:21-14:7



The Torah describes the 40-day "tour" of the scouts. When they returned, they reported to the People about the truly beautiful land to which they had been sent. They showed the samples of the fruits they brought back with them. They described the apparent strength of the inhabitants (in an attempt to scare the people). And they mentioned Amalek (knowing it would have a discouraging effect). Kalev silenced the people and tells them that they should go to the Land; "we can do it!". The other ten scouts objected and spoke against the Land, causing widespread panic among the people. Moshe, Aharon, Kalev, and Yehoshua are greatly troubled by the words of the Meraglim and by the reaction of the people. Kalev and Yehoshua proclaim the goodness of the Land.

] ...and we were in our eyes like grasshoppers (compared to the giants of Canaan) and so we appeared to them. The Kotzker Rebbe and others define two components of the Sin of the Spies from this part of the pasuk. First, that we saw ourselves as small and insignificant. Second, that we were concerned about how others perceived us. With G-d obviously on our side (we know what happened to Egypt and we witnessed so many miracles performed on our behalf), we should not have viewed ourselves that way. And, how others perceive us is their problem, not ours.





SH'LISHI - third Aliya - 18 p'sukim - 14:8-25



If G-d wants us to go there, then we will obviously be able to prevail. Just don't rebel against Him. The People wanted to stone Kalev and Yehoshua for those words. G-d is "angered" by the people and "suggests" to Moshe that He destroy them. Moshe argues on behalf of the people. His argument is that other nations will say that G-d did not have the ability to bring Bnei Yisrael into Canaan, so He killed them in the wilderness. This would be a Chilul HaShem. Moshe then invokes a modified version of Divine Attributes and pleads for forgiveness for the people. (Part of Moshe's words at this point have been incorporated into our davening.) G-d agrees to Moshe's pleas. (G-d's response to Moshe also becomes part of the Yom Kippur davening.) G-d declares that this is the tenth time that the People have "tested" His patience (so to speak). He promises that the men of this generation will not enter the Land - except for Kalev (and Yehoshua).

The People are told that Amalek and the Canaanites occupy the valley and that they (the People of Israel) will have to divert towards the Midbar.

Compare and Learn

Towards the end of last week's sedra, we have the episode of Miriam's talking about Moshe and her punishment for her relatively mild transgression of LASHON HARA. Commentaries point out the juxtaposition of the episode of the spies. 

There is more to this than "simply" two examples of Lashon HaRa, one about a person and one about Eretz Yisrael. There are important elements and details to be learned one from the other. 

For example, it is not just the speaker of Lashon HaRa that transgresses. Those who listen to LH passively, without objecting, those who accept the LH as truth - they too transgress. The Sin of the Spies was not restricted to 10 people. Thousands of those who heard what was said and accepted it, and panicked because of it, they too were guilty. And they were punished, as we know.

But translate this into our time. It is not enough for you to refrain from bad-mouthing Eretz Yisrael, you cannot stand by idly when others do it. Kalev jumped up as soon as he heard what the Meraglim said. He grabbed the microphone (figuratively) and did his best to repudiate the words of the Meraglim and made his own impassioned pitch for Aliya.

We must not "put down" Israel, its people, life here, etc. We must object when others do. And I would suggest that saying something negative in a joke is also problematic.




R'VI'I - fourth Aliya - 27 p'sukim - 14:26-15:7



The Torah elaborates upon the devastating pronouncement by G-d. The People shall roam in the Midbar for a number of years equal to the number of days of the spies' trip.

Clarification:

The Sin of the Spies occurred on Tish'a b'Av 2449, more than a year out of Egypt. The total amount of time in the Midbar from Exodus to entry into the Eretz Yisrael is 40 years. So the punishment is really for less than 39 years, not 40. The answer is that the Sin of the Spies is the culmination of the "angering" of G-d. We can say that it began back at the Sin of the Golden Calf. The 40-year punishment is retro-active to Cheit HaEigel.

Note the reoccurrence of the number 40. From all indications, the number 40 represents the completion of a process, be it positive or negative. An embryo develops into a fetus in 40 days. Even earlier, there are certain things associated with "40 days before the baby is formed. The process of Moshe's acquiring of Torah took 40 days and 40 nights. As did the attainment of forgiveness for the people - 40 days on Har Sinai following the Golden Calf and 40 years for the Sin of the Spies. All living things (except No'ach and those with him in the Ark) were killed off during 40 days of the Flood. A mikve must contain a minimum of 40 measures of water. Cleansing of another type - via the punishment of MAKOT - is achieved by 40 (less 1) lashes. The complete definition of Creativity, vis-a-vis the prohibited categories of Melacha on Shabbat is also 40 (less 1). Forty years is the age that Pirkei Avot assigns to the acquisition of deep understanding. There are several 40 year periods in the Tanach, periods of peace, periods of war, length of a king's reign... 40 is a special number. 

The people deeply regret their behavior and plan to enter the Land immediately. Moshe warns them not to, because G-d no longer wants them to do so (at this point). Some of the people went anyway - without the protection of the Aron - and are defeated by Amalek and Canaan. 

The Torah next sets down the details of the flour and oil offering and libation of wine that are to accompany most korbanot. 

It is important to note the context of these laws. Right after being told that the older generation (males) will not enter the Land, G-d comforts them by teaching procedures that will apply in Eretz Yisrael, specifically mitzvot that are to be "pleasing to G-d". It is as if G-d says, "Don't be too dismayed; your children will live in Eretz Yisrael and will serve Me in the Beit HaMikdash". 




Chamishi- fifth Aliya - 9 p'sukim - 15:8-16



The details of the MINCHA & NESECH are completed in this portion. The equality of Torah law for all Jews is reiterated and emphasized.

It seems obvious that this area of mitzva was purposely put here in the aftermath of the Sin of the Spies. There are at least two other places in the Torah where the topic is presented, and where it fits well in the context. It seems superfluous here except as a message for the post-Meraglim period.




Shishi- sixth Aliya - 10 p'sukim - 15:17-26



The mitzva of Challa is presented [385].


Mitzva Watch


Two major aspects of this precious Mitzva are: 

It is performed with the essential food of humans - Bread is the staff of life. This elevates the mundane physical necessity of food to a spiritual level.

Secondly, the fact that we are to give Challa to a Kohen - specifically after most of the work has been done, meaning that we give Challa from the ready-to-pop-into-the-oven dough rather than the raw produce of other gifts to the Kohen - indicates that it is not merely the gift that is significant, but the service to the Kohen that we perform that is important as well.

Challa is one of the Mitzvot that are Sages have kept active by rabbinic decree since the destruction of the Beit HaMikdash, so that its practice and lessons should not be lost to us. Often, reciting and learning appropriate Torah passages is sufficient to remember a "suspended" mitzva. Not with this one.

Next the Torah presents the details of the Chatat (sin offering) of the community (in cases where the leaders of the community inadvertently misled the people.) Here again it seems obvious that this topic is brought up because of the context of the Sin of the Spies. This mitzva is not counted here, but it certainly conveys G-d's attitude (so to speak) about Cheit HaMeraglim. We recognize that sometimes our leaders must bear the responsibility of leading us astray (but not always - often we must be accountable and not claim that we were just following orders). The ideas (and text) of this portion form part of our Yom Kippur service. 




SH'VI'I - 7th Aliya - 15 p'sukim - 15:27-41



On the other hand, many times each individual must be accountable for his own actions; we cannot always blame our leaders. The Torah in this portion discusses the Chatat of the individual. These offerings are appropriate only for inadvertent violation; intentional violation (idolatry is implied in this context) is punishable by KAREIT (excision, being cut off...), and is atoneable by other methods. 

Following the Sin of the Spies and preceding the sin of the woodgatherer, the Torah presents us with both types of sin offerings - the communal and the individual. Especially since these topics are dealt with (and counted among the Taryag) elsewhere, it is more than reasonable to consider these to be "contextual mitzvot" (Remember that many mitzvot are presented totally detached from any "story" in the Torah, and many stories are related without mitzvot attached. Contextual mitzvot are not as common, but by combining story and mitzva, they pack a strong punch.) 

The Torah next tells us of the woodgatherer (traditionally identified as Zelafchad) who was locked up pending details from G-d as to how a public desecrator of the Shabbat is to be punished. G-d's command was to stone the violator. And so it was done. 

Woodgathering on Shabbat would not usually be a capital offense, especially in a midbar, where carrying would be a rabbinic prohibition. However, with the multitude of Bnei Yisrael in the Midbar at this point, conditions of a R'SHUT HARABIM were present.

The final portion of the sedra is the third passage of the Sh'ma - the portion of Tzitzit. It contains the mitzva to put Tzitzit on the corners of a four-corner garment [386] and that one of the strings of each corner should be dyed t'cheilet, the special blue dye.

Clarification... 

The Torah's command regarding tzitzit is to put them on the four cornered garments that we wear. If we don't wear such a garment, then there is no mitzva to fulfill. Our Sages have required us to purposely wear a four cornered garment, viz. talit (called Talit Gadol) and arba kanfot (a.k.a. talit katan). It is significant to note that the Rabbis do not often require us to create the circumstances that would then obligate us to perform a mitzva. They did so with tzitzit because it is not merely a mitzva that we "perform", but it is a mitzva that we wear. It is an integral part of our everyday mundane lives, what a shame to be denied this inspirational mitzva because the style of clothing has changed and we no longer wear four cornered garments.

The Torah links the mitzva of tzitzit with all the mitzvot of the Torah; tzitzit serve as a reminder of the Jew's all-encompassing commitment to G-d.

This is followed by the warning not to follow the evil temptation of the eye (mind) or heart (emotion) [387]. The Torah then reiterates the importance of belief in G-d in general, and in His having redeemed us from Egypt, in particular. Thus, the twice daily recitation of the Sh'ma constitutes the fulfillment of the mitzva to remember the Exodus "all the days of your life", in addition to its own mitzva, the recitation of the Sh'ma.

Note that the two positive mitzvot of Parshat Shlach deal with two main, basic needs of humans - food and clothing, physical necessities that have significant spiritual dimensions as well. (Challa and tzitzit are examples of many other mitzvot that relate to food and clothing, e.g. brachot, kashrut, modesty.) Shlach also contains various aspects of korbanot (even though they are not counted from this sedra) the former are the basics; the latter are the spiritual and lofty. It is as if the people are being rebuilt from scratch following the devastating sin of the spies.

The last 5 p'sukim, (the tzitzit portion) are reread for the Maftir.




Haftara - 24 p'sukim - Yehoshua 2:1-24



Paralleling the main theme of the sedra, the Haftara tells us of other spies - two of them, according to the Midrash they were Kalev and Pinchas - who were sent by Yehoshua into Yericho. Rahav, who had heard of the wonders that happened to the People of Israel, protects the spies from the men who are searching for them. In exchange for her protection, Rahav receives a promise that she and her family will be spared when the Israelite army attacks the city. Tradition tells us that Rahav subsequently became a sincere convert to Judaism and the wife of Yehoshua.




P'til Tekhelet
 - The Association for the Promotion and Distribution of Tekhelet, Jerusalem

In light of the fact that the mitzva of Tzitzit, in general, and T'cheilet, in particular, is from this week's sedra, we include some items from the P'til Tekhelet website, and encourage you to surf over there and see what they've got.

The Talmud describes Tekhelet as coming from a sea-creature called a chilazon. In a homiletic passage, the chilazon is characterized as "similar to the sea, being similar to [but not] a fish, and coming up from the sea once in seventy years [rarely]." Chilazon in modern Hebrew means "snail". Rabbinic, historical, archaeological and chemical evidence point to Murex trunculus snails as the source of Tekhelet. 

Murex snails possess a gland which contains the source of Tekhelet. Dibromoindigo, which originates from glandular secretions of a fresh snail, bonds chemically to wool when put into solution in a reduced state (vat dyeing). In the presence of sunlight, the dibromoindigo debrominates to indigo, leaving color-fast blue wool. 

There are different opinions regarding how Tekhelet should be tied. Bear in mind that the technique chosen does not qualify or disqualify the mitzva, except for certain minimal requirements. Today, Tekhelet is being tied following the opinions of various legal authorities including the Vilna Gaon, Rambam, Sefer HaChinuch, and Chabad.

 34 Jewish men and 17 Jewish women were burned at the stake in Blois France, 1171, as a result of the first ritual-murder trial in Europe. Rabbeinu Tam declared a fast day to mark the event. The day was confirmed as a fast day centuries later, in Poland, following the murder of 6000 Jews of Niemirov during the Chmielnicki massacres, 1648. MEANING IN MITZVOT by Rabbi Asher Meir

TZITZIT



At the end of our parsha we encounter the commandment to place tzitzit or fringes on the kenafot, the "wings" or corners of our garments. (Bamidbar 15:38.) The other mention of this commandment, in parshat "Ki Tetzei", also mentions that the fringes need to be on the kenaf. (Devarim 22:12.)

The outward-flowing fringes, placed on the very edge of the garment, suggest openness to the world and reaching out to it. We can contrast this with armor, which is doubled inward in order to insulate us from the world and protect us from it (Shemot 28:32 and Rashi). In modern terms, we can contrast the flowing fringes of the Sixties flower children who wanted to connnect with the world with the doubled-in pants cuffs that were customary among regimented business men of the same era. (Long hair - or peyot - and beards versus short hair and a clean shave present a parallel contrast.)

More specifically, the commandment of tzitzit expresses the idea that the commandments give extension to our spirituality. Our soul does not remain in the world of spirit, but rather descends into this world to be clothed in a body, which enables it to be a vital force in the material world. The body in turn is covered with garments. Garments extend our ability to act in this world by protecting us, and give expression to our divine soul by providing modesty and adornment.

The tzitzit, placed on the corners of the garments to maximize their extension (SA OC 11:9), are made part of the garment by virtue of the mitzvah. (SA OC 13:1.) This demonstrates that the mizvot extend even further our ability to influence this world, by reaching out and filling it with sanctity. 

Even so, the tzitzitTzitzit:Placement may not be too close to the edge of the garment. (SA OC 11:9.) They can not serve as an adequate conduit of our spirituality unless they are firmly anchored in their source. This same idea can help us understand why the garment itself requires certain minimum dimensions. (SA OC 16.) If the tallit doesn't provide some minimal covering then it itself can not adequately embrace the human spirit it clothes; therefore the symbolism of further extending the reach of the spirit through the tzitzit is lost.

This approach can give us new insight into certain limitations and customs regarding the tzitzit. 

Night is a period of inactivity and drawing inward, and so it is natural that the primary commandment of tzitzit is only during the day. (SA OC 18.) The Torah also generally depicts the role of women as inward and protected compared to the role of men, and so it is natural that the outer-directed mitzvah of tzitzit applies primarily to men. (SA OC 17:2. Perhaps this is also why women do not have beards, which we suggested above have a similar symbolism.)

Prayer, unlike the active commandments which demand involvement with the world, involves withdrawal from the outer world as we journey inward and upward. As we begin the first stage of this withdrawal, reciting barukh sheamar at the beginning of pesukei dezimra, we symbolically take hold of the fringes, preventing their extension and drawing them inward and upward. (MB 51:1.)

Rabbi Meir is in the process of writing a monumental companion to Kitzur Shulchan Aruch which beautifully presents the meanings in our mitzvot and halacha. Rabbi Meir is now directing the Jewish Business Response Forum at the Center for Business Ethics and Social Responsibility, Jerusalem College of Technology - MachonLev. The forum aims to help business people run their firms according to Torah, by obtaining prompt, relevant responses to their questions. He has taught at the Israel Center, and IY"H will again do so.

Lesson # 42 The trial


Who may be witnesses (part 1)


This is the third lesson dealing directly with the trial of the complaint of the plaintiff against the defendant. There was previously discussed how the witnesses testify. Rabbi Yosef Karo in Shulhan Aruch Hoshen haMishpat has several chapters devoted as to who are eligible witnesses. 

He first discusses those who are ineligible on account of kinship. In Volume I of A Restatement of Rabbinic Civil Law at page 235, I list 35 different persons who are ineligible because they are related in degrees that prohibits them from testifying. The witnesses are ineligible if they are related to each other or to one or both of the litigants or to at least one of the judges. It is required that the witness be eligible both at the time of the transaction and the time the testimony is given. If he was ineligible at the time of the transaction because of his status as a related party, but he is eligible at the time of the trial because he is no longer related, he may still not testify.

A system of law may prohibit a person from testifying if he is guilty of a crime against society. In halachah, the transgression is against the system of law, that encompasses all types of transgressions. It certainly includes transgression that are indicative of a lack of trustworthiness, such as having testified falsely at prior trials or having forged documents and financial instruments. The halachah also includes transgressions against other laws of the Torah and are not the types of laws that man creates to protect society. The punishments for transgressions differ depending upon the transgression. 

The halachah prohibits a wicked person from testifying. It also prohibits the other witness from testifying with the wicked person. A wicked person is one who transgresses a law of the Torah for which the penalty is death at the decision of the Lesser Sanhedrin or flogging at the decision of the Beth Din. See Torah Tidbits #384 and #385 for classes of people subject to the death penalty. Thus if the person killed someone inadvertently, he is not ineligible. The fact that at the present time there is no death sentence because there is no Great Sanhedrin sitting in the "Chamber of Hewn Stone" and no Lesser Sanhedrin in existence is of no significance to these laws. If the transgression is one for which the Lesser Sanhedrin would have been able to mete out the death penalty then the transgressor is ineligible to testify. Similarly if the transgression is one which the Beth Din could have decreed flogging, the person is ineligible to testify. It does not matter if he transgressed out of spite or for personal gratification. 

Any transgression that renders a person wicked makes him ineligible to testify although he is seemingly credible in other ways.

A few examples as set forth in the codes follow that render a person ineligible.

If someone swore falsely at a previous trial or even if he took a false oath outside of Beth Din. (The question of what constitutes an oath is taken up by me on page 242 of Volume I of A Restatement of Rabbinic Civil Law.) 

A butcher or slaughterer (or any storekeeper) who sells nonkosher meat as kosher. I would like to add to this list, butchers who sell kosher meat at higher-than-warranted prices so that poor persons and others who are not strictly kosher are induced to eat nonkosher meat. I have seen several such cases, especially among new immigrants here and in America.

A thief and robber are ineligible from the time of the theft or robbery. One who falsely denies a bailment or the borrowing of money. 

A witness who knowingly signs a predated instrument.

One who hires witnesses other than expert witnesses to testify on his behalf. A person may hire expert witnesses and expert witnesses may be paid for their testimony. 

Both the lender and the borrower who transact a loan that includes usury (interest) payments. 

By Rabbinic decree the following are also ineligible. 

Strong-armed persons who buy things that the sellers do not wish to sell.

Shepherds who graze their sheep on land belonging to other individuals.

Tax collectors who act contrary to the law of the land and keep the illegally collected taxes for themselves. 

Pigeon raisers in a populated area. The presumption is that that they decoy pigeons belonging to others to join their flocks and thus steal from others.

Those who trade in produce of the seventh (shmittah) year.

A gambler who has no other means of support. There are authorities who hold even if he has another means of support but some of his support comes from gambling, then he is ineligible. 

Whoever has no knowledge of Torah or Mishna or of proper conduct, unless his life if full of religious and benevolent acts. This was usual in some societies where there was no universal education. People were observant but their knowledge was limited to the actual performance of the mitzvoth. 

Informers to armed robbers or Gentiles regarding someone else's assess. If not for the informer the Gentile or robber would not be aware of the assets of the other Jew and would not have robbed him.

Heretics. I have discussed this category with great sages and their definitions were broader but some said that most non-observant Jews are not heretics, but just ignorant, the same as a child who is kidnapped and brought up among Gentiles and thus does not know any Jewish customs and laws. 

Transgressors of Rabbinic decrees. 

There are certain transgressions where the person does not lose his ineligiblity, such as:

Those who bury the dead on the first day of a Holy Day. They are certain that they are engaged in a most pious act, which they are assuredly are. It is just the timing that is not permitted. They are not aware of the distinction between the first Holy Day and the second Holy Day.

A sharecropper who took a tiny amount of the crop for himself before the harvest was completed. 

The ineligibility commences if two witnesses testify that he committed the transgression, even if he was not warned not to do it. The ineligibility commences only when the proof of his having performed the wicked act prior to the testimony has been established. 

The ineligibility should be proclaimed in the synagogues and houses of study. 

The commission of any readily recognized transgression renders him a wicked person. Examples given is swearing falsely, robbing or stealing or eating non-kosher food.

If the transgression is not widely known to be prohibited (such as tying or untying a knot on Shabbat) and the person who does the act is not aware that it is prohibited, there must first be an admonition to the transgressor that his conduct is prohibited. 

A person may not to be deemed wicked on his own confession. It is a fundamental principle of halachah that a person's confession to illegal or wicked conduct is absolutely not admissible in Beth Din. A person may not incriminate himself. The law is absolute and may not be waived as can be done in the United States under the fifth Amendment. 

A transgressor who repents of his actions is immediately eligible, no matter how serious his transgression. If after two witnesses testify that a person is a transgressor and two other witnesses testify that he has repented, he is immediately eligible. 

In cases involving money, the general rule of repentance must be supported by evidence of restitution.

Dear TT reader,

In these troubled days in Israel, would you prefer to be a Calev or a Yehoshua? That is the question.

Calev was seemingly just another spy, bidden with the others to bring back a report on the Promised Land. Like the others, he too saw fierce giants - but was not perturbed. Calev was the first to resist his pessimistic peers; he silenced the people and declared the apparently impossible possible.

Yehoshua was blessed with an additional holy letter to his name. Thus fortified, he was more than just a tribal representative. As Moshe's student, now endowed with an inner perceptive quality, he could not but disagree with the malingering majority.

On hearing the people moan, both Calev and Yehoshua rent their garments and praised the Land.

Note, however, that in recording the story of the Spies, the Torah recalls Yehoshua before Calev. However, when Hashem declares their reward, He mentions Calev before Yehoshua.

Does that tell us something about the importance of speaking up against the tide of opinion and of standing up for classical Torah values? Should one's attributes incorporate those of Calev and Yehoshua? Can we have one without the other? That is the question.

PARSHA-PIX



Main theme of Parshat Shlach is/are the MERAGLIM. Lower-left is one of the many woodcuts and engravings from the past depicting two of the spies carrying a large cluster of grapes. The choice of grapes for the art pieces on the Meraglim is the Torah's statement that the days during which the Meraglim did their tour of the Land was the "time of the ripening of the grapes". Upper-left is a different pair of spies, of Mad Magazine fame. They are carrying a bomb, which is sort of like a granade, which in Hebrew is RIMON, which is also pomegranate, which was another of the fruits that Meraglim brought back to show the people. The compass in the upper-right could have been used by the Meraglim in carrying out their instructions from Moshe Rabeinu. The grapes below the compass not only represents the times of their tour and one of the samples they brought back with them, but also the source of the wine of libation mentioned in the sedra. The tree with the eye was one of the things Moshe told them to find - HAYESH BAH EITZ IM AYIN. Literally, it means does the Land have many trees or not. But if we change the two ALEFs of IM AYIN to AYINs, we arrive at the play on words used here. The three mitzvot in Shlach are depicted in this ParshaPix. The challah represents the mitzva of CHALLA. There is a graphic of TZITZIT and in the lower-right is the shell of the snail Murex Trunculus, the supposed (probable) source of T'CHEILET. And finally, there are eyes on the heart to remind us of the prohibition of following the evil inclination of our hearts and eyes. 

[Heart usually represents emotions and the head or brain represents thought, emotion and thought being "jointly responsible" for human behavior, both good and bad. So where do eyes fit in? The eyes send data to the brain, where it is evaluated and decisions are made by the brain based on the input of the eyes (and other sensory organs). As an interesting indicator of this idea, let's look at the positioning of T'filin. The SHEL YAD is worn near the heart, and the SHEL ROSH is near the brain. But what phrase does the Torah use for the SHEL ROSH? BEIN EINECHA, between your eyes. Not on the bridge of your nose. That would be between the two cameras that send the messages to the brain. But rather, between your eyes means between the two hemispheres of the brain, each having different functions in interpreting the data sent to it by the eyes. The SHEL ROSH is positioned in the more significant BEIN EINECHA. The bridge of the nose would be missing the point of the significance of the eyes. Rabbi Gershon Binet told me a perfect MASHAL to illustrate this last point. Bring a person to a computer workstation and ask him to point to the computer. The average person will point to the video monitor, rather than the inconspicuous metal box located under the monitor, or next to it, or under the computer table. That box is the computer. The monitor is the common device through which the computer communicates with us. V'LO TATURU...]

If you've been following things these past weeks, you will have noticed that most (but not all - there's a hidden TTriddle somewhere other than the bottom of a column) TTriddles are to be found at the bottom of a column.

If you take a look at the p'sukim dealing with the traveling procedures, you will see that all Shvatim and the family groups of Levi are identified as BNEI so-and-so. Bnei Yehuda, Bnei Gad, Bnei Gershon, etc. EXCEPT for Reuven and K'hat. DEGEL MACHANEI REUVEN. Different from his 11 co-Sh'vatim. HA-K'HATIM, the Kehat-people. Compare it with his 2 brothers. Korach came from Kehat. Datan and Aviram came from Reuven. Can that have anything to do with the missing BNEI? Any other ideas?

Daughter is BAT (BET-TAV), on is AL (AYIN-LAMED), the 20 is HA-KAF (HEI, KAF). Mix the letters up and they spell B'HA'A'LO'T'CHA.

Louis Armstrong and Herb Alpert were famous for their trumpet playing. L'havdil, that reminds us of the mitzva of the CHATZOTROT.

The next TTriddle had a mistake. The date should have been 20.2, not 20.3. A fuller statement of this TTriddle could have been:First on 21.1.48, 1.1.49, 20.2.49

The correct answer is NACHSHON b. Aminadav. He was the first into the Sea on the 21st of Nissan, in the year 2448. A year later, he was the first of the N'SI'IM to bring his gifts to the dedication of the Mishkan. Tradition tells us that he came on Rosh Chodesh Nissan, 1.1.49. And on the 20th of Iyar (20.2.49), he was the leader of the lead tribe in the traveling formation.

The correct answer to the PAPA & MAMA question is TZIPORA and her sisters. Rashi asks why Re'u'el is identified here as the father of Chovav (who is Yitro) when in Parshat Sh'mot it says that "they (Yitro's daughters) came to Re'u'el their father..." Rashi's answer is that it is the way of children to call their grandparents by the names they call their parents.

When Moshe asked Yitro to stay with Bnei Yisrael, he said that he was returning to his Land and his Birthplace. This is two of the three places that Avra(ha)m left (Lech L'cha, the third "place" was "his father's house", not mentioned here with Yitro).

G-d showed Moshe the Moon and the Menora (and other things) when Moshe was having difficulty knowing exactly what was involved in the mitzvot of Kiddush HaChodesh and Menora.

Zvi Roth and Zvi Stone, Mike-Bklyn and WMEISNER@shaalvim were the strong solvers this week. Each solved some, but not all. And each had some variations on the "official" solutions. 

But the best response the the TTriddles came from Zvi Roth who asked, "What's better - PPPs or TTriddles? And his answer came from last week's sedra, when G-d was castigating Miriam and Aharon, He described Moshe's form of prophecy: ...U'MAR'EH V'LO V'CHIDOT, with an image (or picture) and not with riddles...
