And all three are mentioned in a
single pasuk (Divrei Hayamim II 7:14)” (Bereishis Rabbah 44:12).
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W'We must understand why, of all the mitzvos in the Torah, it is specifically the

mitzvah of tzedakak"that can annul a decree of suffering and save a person from
death. What is the special quality of tzedakah that, more than any other mitzvah,
gives it this ability?

Furthermore, the Midrash (Bereishis Rabbah 44:12) comments on how tzedakah

iworks to annul a decree: ““They will seek My Countenance [i.e., Presence]’ (Divrei

Hayamim II 7:14) - this refers to tzedakah,
will gaze upon Your Countenance with righteousness.” This too is puzzling, for this
midrash equates giving tzedakah with seeking out Hashem's Presence; yet we know
that fzedakah is an interpersonal mitzvah, a precept that calls for kindness to one’s
fellow man. How can giving tzedakah be considered an act of “seeking (‘mt” Hashem?

Even though the other aspects of tzedakah that we have described exist even when a
person gives to others merely in order to alleviate his own distress over their suffering,
or to accumulate merits to save himself from suffering, such acts of tzedakah do not

{ truly emulate Hashem’s attributes. The only form of tzedakah that constitutes true

emulation of Hashem is tzedakah that is given solely out of the desire to do good for
others, without any personal benefit or ulterior motives whatsoever. A person who
gives tzedakah with such purity of intent is truly considered to be cleaving to the

with “seeking My Presence.” As Chazal state (Bava Basra 10a), “When a person gives

be sated by Your Image.” Rabbi Elazar gave a prutah to a pauper and then prayed. He
said [i.e., he explained his action by noting] that it is written, ‘T will gaze upon Your
