The sefarim teach that the purpose of all galuyos is to rectify
these lost sparks that have spread around the world. The Chida,
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‘spend a period of time, and then leave it all behind for a new place,
This is because there are nitzolzos that need to be rectified through
us; once that is done, we move on to the next place.

W After the destruction of the second Beis HaMikdash, the Chida
continues, Klal Yisrael lived in Bavel for close to a thousand\
years. That is where most of Talmud Bavli was written; that is
where the Geonim subsequently lived and taught. Then, for no

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the Torah and those who studied it spread out to Europe, North-
ern Africa, and beyond. But there was a reason, the Chida says:
The nitzotzos of Bavel were all rectified, and so tie gatus moved
to new locations.

This happened repeatedly. The Jews lived long and peacefully
in Spain and Portugal, only to be expelled by the Inquisition. Our
Sephardic brethren dwelled in African and Arabian countries for an
extended period until they too were banished. This is a fascinat-
ing thing; most of the Rishonim that we learn today lived in these
countries. h

Most recently, European Jewry was chased out of what had
been their homeland for a millennium (the place where the Acha-
ronim wrote their peirushim), and crossed the sea to settle in
America. This is all part of the same mission. Each country has

nitzotzos that have to be elevated; once this is done, Klal Yisrael
must move on.

The masa’os listed in this parashah are a harbinger of this pro-
cess. Bnei Yisrael camped for only a short period in some places,
while in others they rested for many years. The true understanding
of the masa 'os is esoteric, but the underlying factor is that Bnei Yis-
rael had to rectify the nitzotzos in these places; once that occurred,
it was time to move on. That is why it says oayind bipyon, where
the word Dipnying can be translated as their taking ouf; the wan-

derings were designed to extract these spiritual nitzotzos from the
¥dochos hatumah (the forces of impurity), rectify them, and bring
them into the realm of kedushah.

This concept, of the source of the smaller geulos being the great-

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In the previous paragraph, we thank Hashem for keeping His promise to de-

liver the Jewish People from Egypt. The Midrash® tells us that at the time Avra-

ham was told that his descendants would be enslaved in Egypt, he was also
shown the four exiles that they would subseguently experience in the course of
their history: Babylon, Persia, Greece, and Rome. The reason for this is because

e exile in Egypt represents the root exile experience for the Jewish People, of
which subsequent exiles are considered branches.® This being the case, it is also
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true that the Exodus from Egypt contains within it the potential for redemption
from all subsequent exiles.

It is for this reason we say in the blessing that follows the Shema in the
evenings that Hashem took us out of Egypt oow mr> — into everlasting
freedom. This dees not mean that our departure from Egypt heralded a state
of uninterrupted freedom, for as we know we have been exiled numerous
times since!

Rather, the redemption from Egypt is considered ultimate freedom, for it
contains within it the potential for redemption from all subsequent exiles.

Hashem’s promise to deliver us from Egypt is thus ultimately a promise
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of deliverance from our enemies throughout the ages. And hence we say and
